Judging Requirements for the MIFA Legislative Debate 
State Tournament 2011-2012
As this is still an evolving event for MIFA, it becomes necessary to provide some standards on the cadre of judges.

These are the GUIDELINES. There may come a reason we have to violate a guideline, but our intent is to start out not violating any.

*Coach judges should judge no more than two rounds.

*Coach judges should not judge their own students.

*We will strive to use as much coach judging as possible.
We will violate these guidelines only if there is no other option readily available to us on the day of the tournament.

Judge requirements: This year you must provide one judge for each division in which you have 2 or more student legislators and/or if the total of your students is more than 10. Ideally, the second judge would have no affiliation with your program. We recognize that is not possible in all situations.

If your school has up to ten students in only one division, your school must provide one judge or pay for one judge. Hired judges are available at $95 but they are limited and are available on a first-come, first-served basis.
